The Passion Play Story

A Promise Kept Through the Ages

In 1633 The Black Plague swept through Europe
leaving in its wake untold misery, panic and hunger.
In a small village nestled amidst Germany's Bavarian
Alps, the townspeople of Oberammergau made a
solemn vow to God that if they were spared from
this plague they would present a day-long play every
10 years depicting the last week in the life of Christ.
Since the first play was performed in 1634, the
villagers have kept their promise and will again
present their Passion Play Masterpiece in 2010.

YOUR DAY-TO-DAY ITINERARY

THU, JUN 24 - DENVER/ACROSS THE ATLANTIC
Depart Denver on your overnight transatlantic flight to
Frankfurt, arriving the following day.

FRI, JUN 25 - ARRIVE FRANKFURT
Arrive Frankfurt. Enjoy an orientation drive on your way to your
hotel. Your exciting visit of the Lands of Luther begins. (D)

SAT, JUN 26 - FRANKFURT/EISENACH/ERFURT

Cross into eastern Germany and drive to Eisenach, a refuge
for Luther during the stormy days before the Reformation. Visit
Wartburg Castle set on a mountaintop overlooking the city
and one of the best preserved German medieval fortresses.
Here Luther worked on a translation of the New Testament
and Richard Wagner, inspired by the Thuringian scenery, wrote
the opera, “Tannhauser.” See Luther’s study, the Reformation
room, and the lovely paintings by Lucas Cranach the Elder.
Also worth viewing is the impressive “Angel with Candlestick”
painted by Tilman Riemenschneider in 1500.

Continue to Erfurt, located in the heart of Thuringia. Luther
called Erfurt “a new Bethlehem.” It was here on July 2, 1505,
that he was struck down by lightning, made his vow to become
a monk, and entered the Augustinian Cloister. On an
orientation tour view the beautiful St. Severi Church, the 650-
year-old Kraemer Bridge lined with houses and small shops,
and St. Mary’s Cathedral where Luther was ordained. (B,D)

SUN, JUN 27 - ERFURT/EISLEBEN/
WITTENBERG/BERLIN

Depart for Eisleben, Luther’s birthplace and where he died.
Visit the 15th century St. Peter and Paul’s Church where he
was baptized. Proceed to Wittenberg, the city where Luther’s
activities reached a high point. As a professor of philosophy
and theology at Wittenberg University, he made his public
appearance by nailing his 95 Theses against the misuse of
the indulgence system to the door of the Castle Church,
sparking the Reformation movement. Visit the Castle Church
and see the Luther Monument in the marketplace and Luther’s
grave. Make a brief visit to Lutherhalle, his dwelling in the
Augusteum which is now a museum of Reformation history.
Continue to Berlin. (B,D)

MON, JUN 28 - BERLIN

This morning visit cosmopolitan Berlin. See Charlottenburg
Castle, Kaiser Wilhelm Memorial Church, the famous
Kurfurstendamm, Bellevue Castle, the Cultural Forum, and
the Reichstag Building. In former Eastern Berlin, see the
Brandenburg Gate at the end of beautiful Unter Den Linden
Boulevard, Gendarmen Markt, the Berlin Cathedral,



Alexanderplatz, the Nikolai Quarter, and the remains of the
Berlin Wall. The afternoon is free. (B)

TUE, JUN 29 - BERLIN/DRESDEN/LEIPZIG

Proceed along the Elbe River to Dresden, a renowned center
for fine art and famous for china. On your orientation tour, see
Semper Opera House and the Zwinger Palace. Continue to
Leipzig, classic city of fairs, books, and music. The city is
home to the 13th century Thomas Church immortalized by
Bach, where he served as cantor and choir director. It was
here in 1519 that Luther debated Johann Eck, and denied the
divine origin of papal supremacy. Enjoy an orientation tour of
the city. (B,D)

WED, JUN 30 - LEIPZIG/NUREMBERG/MUNICH
Drive to Nuremberg for a brief panorama tour. See the Impe-
rial Castle and the Church of Our Lady with its animated clock.
Continue to Munich, capital of Bavaria. Munich was ruled for
over 650 years by the Wittelsbacher dukes and kings, who
left their mark on the architecture and founded the world fa-
mous Munich art collection. Overnight in the Munich area.
B)
THU, JUL 1 - MUNICH/NEUSCHWANSTEIN/
OBERAMMERGAU
On an orientation tour see Marienplatz, Munich’s town square,
and view Nymphenburg, the former Royal Residence; Odeon
Square with the beautiful Theatiner Church; and the Hall of
Generals. Ascend the Bavarian Alps and view Mad King
Ludwig’s fairy-tale Neuschwanstein Castle, one of the most
photographed palaces in the world and the model for the
castles at the Walt Disney theme parks. Next visit the unusual,
oval rococo Wies Church designed in the late 1740s. On to
Oberammergau, site of the world famous Passion Play. (8,D)

FRI, JUL 2 - THE PASSION PLAY OF
OBERAMMERGAU

The highlight of your trip! In keeping with their 377-year old
promise, the villagers of Oberammergau present their Pas-
sion Play depicting the last week of the life of Christ. The play’s
presentation can be traced to 1633 when the Black Plague
swept Europe. The people of Oberammergau took a solemn
oath: if God spared them, they would present a day-long play
depicting the last week in the life of Christ. To this day they
have kept their promise and every ten years the citizens of
Oberammergau perform their passion play with the same love
and devotion they have shown for over 370 years. Today the
play takes place on an open-air stage with a covered audito-
rium seating 4,700, against a beautiful backdrop of towering
Alpine mountains. (B,.L,D)

SAT, JUL 3- OBERAMMERGAU/
AUGSBURG/RHINE VALLEY

Travel to Augsburg, where Martin Luther defended his 95 The-
ses in the debate with the representative of the Church of
Rome in 1518. It was also here in 1530 that Melanchthon pre-
sented the “Augsburg Confession,” the epitome of
Lutheranism. After a visit proceed to the Rhine Valley for the
night. (B,D)

SUN, JUL 4 - RHINE VALLEY/FRANKFURT/DENVER
Bid farewell to Europe as you transfer to the airport for your
flight to Denver, arriving the same day. B)

$600 is due by December 1, 2008. (Total deposit required by 12/01/08 is $800). An
additional $1200 depositis due by August 31, 2009. (Total deposit required by 8/31/
09 is $2000.) The balance of payment is due at Nawas Travel 135 days prior to
departure date. Your deposit payment shall be deemed to be an acceptance of all
the terms of our General Conditions.

TRAVEL DOCUMENTS: A U.S.A. passport valid for 6 months after date of re-entry
into the U.S.A. is required.

AIR TRANSPORTATION: By any IATAN/ARC or other scheduled jet carrier, in
economy class, based on non-refundable bulk group fares. Cancellations made
after air tickets have been issued are subject to full cancellation penalties as imposed
by the airlines. We strongly recommend all tour members retain both their ticket
receipts and boarding passes as copies of same cannot be provided. Airline tickets
must bear your first and last name as it appears on your passport.

SURFACE TRANSPORTATION: By deluxe motorcoach.

HOTEL ACCOMMODATIONS: Except in Oberammergau, accommodations are
atfirst class and select hotels based on two persons sharing a twin or double bedded
room with private bath. As is the custom while attending the Passion Play,
accommodations will be in private homes, pensions, inns and guest houses in and
around the village of Oberammergau. Nawas cannot guarantee roommates. A person
taking a single room (subject to availability) must pay a supplement of $750. Single
rooms are not available in Oberammergau.

MEALS: Continental breakfast and 7 dinners plus lunch in Oberammergau.

SIGHTSEEING: As specified in the itinerary using motorcoach transportation or
other conveyances as required. Entrance fees and the services of local English-
speaking guides or tour managers are included.

TRANSFERS: Assistance and transfers from airports to hotels and vice versa in
private motorcoach.

SERVICE CHARGES AND TAXES: Service charges and taxes normally included
in bills, government taxes on hotel bills in effect on October 9, 2007, taxes on
sightseeing and excursion trips and porterage at hotels of one normal size suitcase
